GLOBAL WARMING
As long ago as the 1960s Professor Bert Bolin predicted “global warming”, caused by an increase in the amount of carbon dioxide (CO2) in the atmosphere, would lead to significant changes in the Earth’s climate.

But most experts now agree that the amount of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere will double from 0.03% to 0.06% in the next 50 years and that temperatures worldwide will rise by 2° Celsius.
Although a temperature rise of 2° may not seem significant, the local effect may be much greater: by 2025 a rise of 10° is possible in polar regions and 4° in Northern Europe. Indeed the first effects will be felt by the end of the century-perhaps they are already being felt...

When living creatures breathe out and when things are burned, CO2 enters the atmosphere.

Eighteen billion tons of CO2 enter the atmosphere every year. And the destruction of forests means that there are fewer trees to convert the CO2 into oxygen.

As sunlight enters the atmosphere, the surface of the earth is warmed. Some of this heat escapes back into space, but the rest is trapped by CO2, which acts rather like the glass in a greenhouse, allowing sunshine and heat to pass in but not out again.

As the temperature rises, the amount of water vapour in the air will increase and this, too, will absorb more of the Earth’s heat. The oceans, too, will become warmer and store more heat, so that they increase the warming effect.
According to some scientists, the polar icecaps will start to melt and the oceans will expand as more snow and ice melts. Because the exposed ground, formerly covered in snow, won’t reflect the heat so well it will absorb more sunlight and this will lead to even more snow melting.
Scientists predict that the level of the sea will have risen by 1/2 to 112 metres by 2050. This will affect many low-lying areas of the world – millions of people today live less than one metre above sea level.

· When power plants burn coal to make electricity, and when cars burn gasoline, invisible gases are released into the air.

· Some of these gases can get into rain clouds, where they get mixed with rain or snow. 

· This is called acid rain.

· Ozone Layer helps us by blocking out the sun rays that can harm our skin, and by letting the rays that are good for us come through. 

· The ozone layer protects the Earth from the sun`s destructive UV (ultraviolet) rays, 

·  The lakes and rivers become more acidic. It kills the plants and animals that usually live in the water. That is why fish are dying. 

· They attack the ozone molecules making a hole. This “hole” allows more UV rays to penetrate the atmosphere and get to the Earth. 

· It increases the risk of skin cancer, weakens the immune system of people. 

·  In some large areas trees are dying. Some kinds of trees cannot live in the soil that is very acidic.

·  Oceans cover the biggest part of it – and there are lakes, rivers, streams, and even water underground. All life on the Earth  depends on the water. It`s precious.

· They are released by the daily use of industrial and household products: refrigerators, air conditioners, foam insulation, cleaning chemicals, food packaging. 

· Forests are cut down, and wild areas are filled with houses and stores.

· The greatest environment disaster afflicting the planet is  the scourge of dirty drinking water. It kills 2.2 million a year in developing countries. Most victims are children.

· 40% of people live in countries where water is scarce: by 2025 this is expected to rise to 66%. 

· When people move into a new land, the plants and animals that live there can become endangered – which means they begin to disappear because there`s no place for them to live. 

· Some plants and animals even become extinct. We enjoy pictures and stories about dinosaurs that lived on the Earth many millions of years ago. They`re all extinct now.

· About 1.2 billion people do not have adequate sanitation that lead to enervating bouts of diarrhoea and other diseases.

· Almost all garbage is taken to a garbage dump, or landfill, where the garbage trick empties it onto the ground. 

· Fifth of the world`s freshwater fish species have vanished for ever. 

· About three- quarters of the wild relatives of crops have been lost over the past century. 

· After the truck leaves, a big tractor comes along and pushes dirt on top of the garbage. So, most of our garbage is just buried.

· Now we are making so much garbage that in many places, there is not enough room to bury it all. 

· Every day there are more and more people living on the Earth. They  move into the places that are already homes for plants and animals. 

· The protective layer of the Earth is being damaged by chlorofluorocarbons.

It is the leading authority on the status of the world’s 

birds and, using globally agreed criteria, is seeking to identify threatened species and the IBAs 

that are vital for their long-term conservation. 

NGO “Akhova ptushak Batskaushchyny” (APB-Birdlife Belarus) was founded in 1998 and 

now has more than 1500 members and 12 regional branches across the country. It is the largest 

wildlife non-governmental organization in Belarus. 

The main objectives of the organization are: 

( To protect and conserve the biological diversity of Belarus focusing on birds and their 

habitats.

Global Environment Facility (GEF)

(A card for the second group)

The Global Environment Facility (GEF) was created to achieve global environmental 

benefits by funding programmes and projects that address four focal areas-biodiversity, climate 

change, international waters, and ozone layer depletion-and those that combat land degradation, 

desertification, and deforestation as they relate to the focal areas. 

Air pollution: 

About 150 year ago the air was pure and clean. Then people started building factories 

and many of the things they make, like cars, put a lot of harmful gases into the air. To day the air 

is so polluted in some places that it's not always, safe to breathe there. Every year world industry 

pollutes the atmosphere with about 1000 million tons of dust and harmful substances. Many 

cities suffer from smog. This is so strong in some places that the air, which should be a beautiful 

blue, looks brown. 

The increase in traffic is threatening serious air pollution in our cities, because vehicles, 

not factories, produce most of toxic micro-particles, which do most harm. Toxic gases appear in 

the atmosphere in critical concentration of carbon dioxide is expected to increase at rates that 

could change the world’s climate. The commonest air pollution comes from the cigarette smoke, 

which pollutes public places. 

The Ozone Hole: 

Up in the sky, above the air we breath, there's a layer of gas called ozone. It helps us by blocking 

out the sun rays that can harm our skin and by letting the rays that are good for us come through. 

Now the ozone layer is being damaged by gases that people have made. They are used in 

refrigerators, air conditioners, plastic, foam, and some other things. 

Scientists are very concerned about the ozone layer, because a lot of it has gone away in just a 

few years. So, it's very important. 

The Greenhouse Effect: 

The "greenhouse effect" is caused by carbon dioxide, which prevents heat from escaping. Global 

warming or the "greenhouse effect" can cause melting of the polar ice caps, raising of the sea 

level, and flooding of the coastal areas of the world. There is every reason to fear that such a 

climatic change may take place. If the earth’s temperature gets hotter by just a few degrees, it 

could change the weather all over the planet in many ways. 

Factories, electric power plants and cars are making a lot of new gases. These gases are trapping 

more and more of the sun's heat. 

Green Cross Belarus

(A card for the third group)

Green Cross Belarus is an ecological NGO with the following objectives 

o to promote ecological approach in all spheres of human activity for the sake of preserving 

life on the planet and harmonious development of civilization; 

o to encourage co-operation between government institutions and public, specialists and 

talented youth in joint initiatives to solve concrete problems of ecology, science, 

education, culture and health care; 

o to raise the education and culture level of children and adults; 

o to form ecological awareness of the society in all spheres of human activity; 

On the voluntary basis GCB integrates scientists, teachers, doctors, engineers, artists, 

intellectuals, students and other concerned individuals around Belarus. 

One of the problems of land pollution is making large piles of trash. Trash is made of 

boxes, bags, paper, cans, plastics, clothing and bottles. It is also made up of old food called 

garbage. Some trash gets burned. When plastics and some other manmade things are burned, 

gases are given off. Too much of these gases can make people and animals sick. But it would be 

better if we try to recycle things which we throw in trash. Waste paper, newspapers, unnecessary 

metal thing must be saved and brought for recycling to special recycling centers. We’ll help to 

save energy in such a way and to get rid of wastes and pollution associated with the production 

from raw materials. 

Another problem of land pollution is using too many chemicals to grow vegetables and 

fruit. Too many chemicals in the ground can harm the soil. If our vegetables, fruit and meat are 

grown without chemicals, they will be safer for us to eat. 

Greenpeace

(A card for the fourth group)

Greenpeace stands for positive change through action. We defend the natural world and promote 

peace. We organise public campaigns:

. Water pollution: 

The planet Earth s mostly water. Oceans cover the biggest part of it – and there are lakes, rivers 

and oven water underground. Rivers and Lakes are polluted by garbage or by poisonous 

chemicals which are dumped right into them. 

Acid Rains: 

When we look up, we see the clouds and the blue sky. But there are other things in the sky that 

we don't see. Some of them are harmful to the Earth. 

When power plants burn coal to make electricity, and when cars burn gasoline, invisible gases 

are released into the air. Some of these gases can mix with water and make it acidic, like lemon 

or vinegar. Acid rain is harmful to planets, rivers and lakes and the creatures that live in them. 

It es very important for us to stop making acid rains. One good way to do that is to drive our cars 

less. Another good way is to save energy. The less energy we use, the less coal those plants will 

have to burn. 

The World Wildlife Fund

(A card for the fifth group)

In 1961 the World Wildlife Fund was founded. At first it was a small group of people who 

wanted to raise money to save animals and plants from extinction. Today, the World Wildlife 

Fund is a large international organization. It has collected over 35 million, and they give support 

to national parks on five continents. It has helped 30 mammals and birds – including the tiger – 

to survive. Perhaps this is not much, but it is a start. If more people give money, and if more 

governments help as well, perhaps the World Wildlife Fund will be able to protect the nature 

from the threat of great pollution and wildlife from extinction. 

Disappearing animals: 

Many animals and birds on the Earth are disappearing nowadays. Many of them are in danger of 

becoming extinct. This is because man hunts them, destroys and pollutes their habitat. 

People kill animals for different aims: e.g. people hunt whales for their meat and oil; elephants 

for their tusks, crocodiles for their leather and so on. And also animals are used for medical 

experiments. The most wide – speared from such animals are monkeys. Modern life is bad for 

animals, birds, fish. The air isn’t fresh and the water isn’t pure. They don’t have good meal and 

facilities for the life. You can find their names in the Red Book. Indian tiger and African 

elephants are among them. People have hunted and killed many tigers in India and a lot of 

elephants in Africa. 

Pandas 

Can you believe that every ten minutes, one kind of animal, plant or insect dies out 

forever. If nothing is done about it, one million kinds of animals and birds that are alive today 

will disappear from the Earth in twenty years. 

The giant panda is a large bearlike animal, and one of the rarest mammals in the world. 

Its sweet face with the black and white marks has been the symbol for the World Wildlife Fund 

since 1961. All efforts are now made to study the giant panda and protect it. Pandas eat flowers, 

grass and sometimes small animals. They are also very fond of honey. But bamboo is the giant 

panda’s main food A giant panda spends 10 hours a day, eating. And, to live, it must eat at least 

20 kilos of bamboo every day. And this is the problem. 

The bamboo has a very unusual lifecycle. It grows for almost 100 years, then it falls 

down and dies. In ancient times, when large areas of bamboo forest covered a lot of China, the 

pandas could simply move from one forest to another. But now, many forests have been cut 

down and pandas have nowhere to go. This happened in 1975-6 when 40 pandas died of 

starvation. Scientists think that there are only between 400 and 1,000 giant pandas left in the 

wild. So it is absolutely necessary to find ways of protecting this big, gentle and very beautiful 

animal.

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Location - Murmansk city, Green Cape Hill
From the first days of the opening of the memorial people in Murmansk lovingly called him "Murmansk Alyosha", because the main figure of the memorial is the figure of a warrior, a soldier. 
In a greatcoat with a rifle slung over his shoulder stands "our Alyosha", his back to the city, defending, hiding it by himself. He stands facing the bay; look fixed on the west, from where great evil – the war - came to our land in 1941. Heroic soldier guards Hero City. 

Memorial was opened on 19 October 1974 at the Green Cape Hill (architect I. A. Pokrovsky, sculptor I. D. Brodsky).

Statue of a soldier stands on a seven-meter pedestal, the total height of the monument is 31.5 meters, and the weight is more than 5000 tons. The memorial includes a platform bearing an eternal flame, a sloping triangular pyramid - a flag at half–mast as a sign of mourning, a stele with this inscription: “Defenders of the Arctic – the warriors of the 14th Army, 19th Army, Red Banner Northern Fleet, 7th Air Force, 82nd and 100th Border Troops, and Partisan groups "Soviet Moormen", "Bolshevik Arctic", "Polarmen", "Stalinists", and "Bolshevist". We honor their defense of this land!”

Slightly to one side of the monument are two anti–aircraft guns - during the war anti–aircraft guns were emplaced at the site as part of the air defense of Murmansk. Central granite staircase leads to the podium.

This is how T. Vladimirova describes the opening of the memorial: "The opening of the memorial was dedicated to the 30th anniversary of the defeat of Nazi troops in the Arctic. At 11 o'clock began a march of thousands of columns. Two armoured vehicles moved ahead. On the trailer of the main there was a gun carriage on which the urn with the remains of the Unknown Soldier and two capsules were installed. One contained seawater from the gravesite of the heroic patrol craft “Tuman”, the other with earth watered with blood of the defenders from the Valley of Glory and from the Verman River front. Hundreds of Murmansk citizens with wreaths and fresh flowers climbed the hill to Semyonovskoe lake, where once there were anti-aircraft gunners position. Capsules were solemnly placed in the natural block of quartz. The ceremony was attended by guests from Leningrad, Arkhangelsk, Karelia, the delegation from Finland and Norway - members of the resistance movement. Laying off in the Kola Bay cruiser "Murmansk" saluted 30 volleys ...

May 9, 1975 in front of a monument the solemn reburial of the remains of the Unknown Soldier was held and the eternal flame was lit, moved here from the Monument to the Heroic 6th Battery. In October 2004, on the 60th anniversary of the victory of the Soviet troops in the Arctic, the memorial was accomplished with the Alley of memorial plates of Hero Cities. Underneath the capsules with the earth from these cities were laid.
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Location – Murmansk city, descent between Chelyuskintsev Street and Geroev Severomortsev Avenue
"To the Seamen who died in peacetime" - a memorial complex in the city of Murmansk. Architects of the memorial are N. Kireeva and N. Bogdanova. Memorial was opened in October  2002. 
Architectural dominant of the memorial complex is hexagonal tower lighthouse 17.5 m high. Wide marble staircase with viewpoints lead to the lighthouse on both sides. 
On the upper platform there is Church of the Savior on Waters.

Near the lighthouse the ship anchor is set with the capsule with seawater planted beneath.

In the lighthouse on the ground floor there is open-room museum of memory. On the five walls of the museum there are memorial plates in the memory of sailors of different fleets who at sea in peacetime. There are books of condolence in the museum.

In October 2, 2013 in Murmansk was opened a monument to Cat Semyon, who for more than 6 years was travelling home from Moscow to Murmansk to its owners.

"In 1987, Sinishin family was returning back home from vacation. Their cat Semyon, luxurious representative of Siamese breed accompanied them. But, alas, during a stop in Moscow, Sinishins lost their pet. They had no longer hope to see again the pet, as 6 years later pretty shabby Semyon appeared on the doorstep of their apartment. Just think, to get back home, the cat overcame more than two thousand miles. "

Purrer`s heroic deed could not remain unnoticed, and now on the site of the Semenovskoe Lake his bronze figure catches the eye of thousands people of Murmansk.

The memory of his odyssey is a symbol of devotion of pets to their owners.
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Location – Murmansk, the square near Murmansk Regional Drama Theatre
The author of monument to the frontier guards of the Arctic was an honored Russian sculptor Ivan Melnikov from Smolensk.

A border sign rises above the pedestal that symbolises the harsh northern cliffs. Around it three frontier guards froze guarding the land, sea and air borders. They stand back to back with arms at the ready, and at their feet froze forever faithful friend - frontier dog.

Together with the defenders of the homeland borders Ivan Melnikov immortalized in bronze legendary frontier post A-35, standing on the ridge Musta-Tunturi. The guards recieved the first strike of German troops on June 29, 1941. Some years they fought bravely on the banks of rivers Lotta and Titovka on the ridge Musta-Tunturi and near Kandalaksha. It is on the Kola Peninsula, the enemy was not able to fully cross the Soviet border.

Many years have passed since the victory, and the frontier guards still reliably cover the north-western borders of the country. After all, these days Murmansk region borders with 2 states - Norway and Finland, and is a basis for the protection of the sea borders of Russia in the Arctic.
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Location – Murmansk, crossroads of Lenin Avenue and Profsoyuzov street
On May 9, 1958 at the crossroads of Lenin Avenue and Profsoyuzov street a monument to the Hero of the Soviet Union, citizen of Murmansk Anatoly Bredov was opened.

The three-meter bronze statue depicts a soldier in the moment of highest tension of all his spiritual and physical strength. The face expresses determination, willingness to fulfill the military duty. Fluttering flaps of the martial cloak emphasize rushing. Service shirt skintights strong body, highly raised right hand grips a grenade. All the muscles are tense in this last throw. He relies on a granite boulder with his knee, soulless peace which clearly contrasts with the figure of a soldier full of dynamism. Monument extols patriotism, devotion to the Fatherland.

The round shape of the pedestal is made of almost untreated stone of the northern polar and recalls the hills, where the hero has taken his fight to the death.

On the pedestal is engraved in gold: "Komsomol and Youth of Murmansk To Anatoly Bredov"
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Location – Murmansk, Geroev Severomortsev Avenue, 4
Murmansk Oceanarium - Europe's only aquarium complex on the study of arctic seals, which solves complex problems of environmental education and public education. Birthday of oceanarium is October 4, 1996.

Seven artists-seals live in Murmansk Oceanarium. They belong to the order of pinnipeds (Pinnipedia). Pinnipeds - a medium-sized or large animals adapted to life in water.

In aquarium you can see the 4 species of pinnipeds. These are listed in Red Book rear gray seals Philip Kay, Varya, Dasha; bearded seal Dik; seal Knopka and harp seal Persik. Animals artists are pleased to present solo and group performances, demonstrate their acrobatic and artistic skills.

A pleasant surprise for the guests of the oceanarium is a beautiful and informative laser movie about Arctic pinnipeds
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Location – Murmansk city, near Chumbarov-Luchinsky Street, 40
Unveiling of the monument has been waited for more than 30 years, and November 10, 2012 the monument was opened, Murmansk symbol of loyalty, love and courage of the female, a public project.

Construction of the monument and the landscaping of the adjacent territory was held by voluntary donations of Murmansk citizens and businessmen.

Bronze sculpture of a girl waving a handkerchief, was casted in Smolensk by sculptors Igor Chumakov and Yuri Anushko.

"Waiting Girl", the height of which was about 3 meters, looks to the side of the Kola Bay, meeting and escorting ships that visited the port of Murmansk.

Around the monument there are observation deck, park and parking lot.

"Let all who are in the sea for a long time out,

Fishing boats and ships -

Let them in home harbor leads

This waiting girl, as the image of the whole earth. "

These warm, heartfelt words dedicated to those who know how to wait were written by Murmansk poet Victor Timofeev. They are applied in gold letters on the plate at the pedestal of the monument "Waiting Girl".
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Location - Murmansk, Lenin Avenue, 90
The oldest museum of the Murmansk region, founded in 1926. Located in the building is a historical monument of the city. Engaged in acquisition, storage, popularization of historical and cultural monuments of the Murmansk region. Has 17 exposition halls.

The exhibition "The Nature of the Murmansk region" represented mineral wealth of the Kola Peninsula, the materials of the Kola ultradeep wells, the unit tunes in the Guinness Book of Records about the animal and plant world of the region. Exposure to the region's history contains archaeological monuments, authentic household items, tools of traditional crafts and Sami Pomors interiors of dwellings, churches and layouts Kola fortress trade items of the past centuries, the exhibits on the construction of the railway and the city of Murmansk.

The postwar period history of the region shows the materials for the restoration of the economy of the Murmansk region in the years 1945-1960, the economic development of the region (fishing, mining and chemical industry, ferrous and non-ferrous metallurgy, energy, transport, agriculture and forestry), science and culture
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Location - Murmansk city, Sofia Perovskaya Street, 21
Murmansk Regional Puppet Theatre was founded in August 28, 1933.

The first artistic director – Viktor Aleksandrovich Podobedov has created a children's theater in Hibinogorsk (Kirov). During the Great Patriotic War, theater served the cause of the victory over the Nazis. During the war, more than 100 concerts were showed and about 1,000 frontline concerts were played, at least 200 directly on the front line. For his work, all the company of the Puppet Theatre was awarded the medal "For the Defense of the Arctic." In 1949, the theater moved to a new location in the city of Murmansk. Theatre takes an active part in international festivals, organizes tours around the regions of Russia.
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Location - Murmansk city, Cominterna street, 13
Murmansk Regional Museum of Art is the only in the Arctic Museum of Fine Arts - located in the heart of the city in a cozy park near the hotel "Arctic". The museum building built in 1927, is the first stone building in the city.

Big replanning and reconstruction of the former shopping center (TPO) and its transformation from a shop in the "temple of art" was realized in December 1989. Opening of the museum was timed to the seventh regional exhibition "Artists of the North" that took place in Murmansk.

The basis of the art collection of Murmansk Regional Art Museum includes works of contemporary native art. Currently, the museum has more than four thousand items.

In addition to research and exhibition activities, the museum is actively pursuing educational and pedagogical work. In the museum there are lectures, operate clubs, meetings with artists, seminars, conferences, concerts, presentations and other events.
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Location – Murmansk city, descent between Chelyuskintsev Street and Geroev Severomortsev Avenue
"To the Seamen who died in peacetime" - a memorial complex in the city of Murmansk. Architects of the memorial are N. Kireeva and N. Bogdanova. Memorial was opened in October  2002. 
Architectural dominant of the memorial complex is hexagonal tower lighthouse 17.5 m high. Wide marble staircase with viewpoints lead to the lighthouse on both sides. 
On the upper platform there is Church of the Savior on Waters.

Near the lighthouse the ship anchor is set with the capsule with seawater planted beneath.

In the lighthouse on the ground floor there is open-room museum of memory. On the five walls of the museum there are memorial plates in the memory of sailors of different fleets who at sea in peacetime. There are books of condolence in the museum.
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Location – Murmansk city, Lenin Ave, 49
Theatre was opened in February 1, 1939.

During the Great Patriotic War in 1941-1945 actors of the theater formed a crew and gave concerts in military units, hospitals on the frontlines. For many years the theater didn`t have its own premises, performances were at the Palace of Culture of fishermen (now the Kirov Regional Palace of Culture).

Theatre actively tours in Murmansk, Karelia, Leningrad, Vologda and Arkhangelsk regions, as well as in the Altai region, the Crimea and the Republic of Belarus, as well as traveling abroad to Finland, Norway, Sweden.
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Location – Murmansk city, the shore of the Kola Bay near Pribrezhnaya Street
The bridge across the Kola Bay is a four-lane road bridge across the Kola Bay in the city of Murmansk. The total length of the bridge is approximately 2.5 kilometers, and its above-water part is 1.6 kilometers. Since opening in 2005, the bridge across the Kola Bay is the longest road bridge beyond the Polar circle.

The bridge has become a transport hub, providing road connection of the city with the Western districts of the Murmansk region, as well as with Norway and Finland
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Location – Murmansk city, Tortsev Street, 15
The naval Museum of the Northern fleet was opened in October 16, 1946, in the house of garrison Officers' Club.

At this Museum, housed in ten halls with a total area of 1200 sq.m, materials reflecting the history of the Northern fleet from its creation to the present are exhibited.

In the Museum there are more than 65 thousand exhibits: a collection of model ships, personal effects of prominent figures of the fleet, photographs and documents, maps, works of fine art.
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Location – Murmansk city, Kolsky Avenue, 136
The first location of the theater was the House of the Red Army and Navy in the town of Polyarny. The first actors of the theater were sailors, actresses – wives of the commanders. The opening night of the first performance of the theater, the play "Death Squadron", took place in March 31, 1936. Since then, the performances on the military-patriotic theme define the face of the theater.

From 1943 to 1986, the theater functioned on the basis of the House of officers in the Rosta district in Murmansk, and in 1987 the company moved to its own building, where the theatre is located at the moment.

Honored artists, honored workers of culture and folk artists work in the theater. Theater director Juzef Feketa was the first on the Kola Peninsula twice winner of the Governor's Award.
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Location – Murmansk city, Geroev Severomortsev Street (near house 33)
Memorial sign "Heroes of the Severomorsk, who died during the Great Patriotic War" is located in Lenin district of the city.

Unveiling of the memorial sign in honor of the heroes of the Red Banner Northern Fleet was held to celebrate the 30th anniversary of the defeat of fascist forces in the Arctic - Oct. 13, 1974. The author of the monument is the architect F. Taxis. 
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Location – Murmansk city, Volodarsky Street, 6
Museum of the History of JSC "Murmansk Shipping Company" was established in 1977.

Today, it is rightly called a museum of the Northern Sea Route. During this time, the museum has accumulated unique photographs, collected portrait gallery of polar captains, marine equipment, ship bells, model of a nuclear reactor, stuffed penguins, etc.

Currently, the museum has  three rooms opened:

1. History of the icebreaking and transport fleet

2. Ships and people of the nuclear-powered fleet

3. Development of the Northern Sea Route

Unique small collection of micro-models is admirable. The smallest model of this exhibition, a length of only 14 centimeters - is a model of the staemer "Vologda".

In the museum there is an exhibition devoted to the Arctic nature
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Location – Murmansk city, Pushkinskaya Street, 3
Murmansk Regional Palace of Culture named after S.M. Kirov was founded in November 7, 1932. "Kirovka" as it is lovingly called by Murmansk people, for 74 years has been a true friend of the inhabitants of the city and region. Big stage of the Palace of Culture is the central concert venue, hosting numerous folklore, family and children's events, meetings, international festivals of vocal, theatrical and choreographic art, Christmas balls, parties, and many more bright and memorable events. Many famous people visited the Palace of Culture and gave here the joy of fellowship to Murmansk people. Among them, Yuri Gagarin, Konstantin Simonov, Fidel Castro, Isaac Dunaevsky, Sergey Obraztsov and other famous people of the last century.

Palace of Culture has always been famous for its amateur groups. Today in "Kirovka" we can see bright creative life of 27 different teams, clubs and studios, that is about two thousand people
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Location – Murmansk city, public garden near Leningradskaya Street
The first monument in Murmansk was a Memorial to Victims of Intervention, raised on public money collected by subscription among the citizens to the tenth anniversary of the October Revolution, that is, almost exactly 11 years after the foundation of the city.

Monument is placed over the common grave of dead participants in the uprising against the Whites in Murmansk February 21, 1920. Burial was located in the city center, according to political fashion of those times, on a wastelot, loudly Named Liberty Square. Then it got a new name - Victims of the revolution (or Victims of intervention) Square. And seven years after, right to the anniversary of the Revolution it was decided to put a monument on mass grave. The author of the project was the engineer A. Savchenko.

In 1930, a park was set up around the monument. Before modern houses surrounded the park, there had been a splendid view from the top platform of the monument to a large part of the city, the Kola Bay. Today overview narrowed, but the square appears in all its glory.

We are going to visit Great Britain and the USA. Some students will live in British families, others will live in American families. So we should learn the traditions of eating of the British and the Americans. Divide into two groups. One group will read the first text “Meals in England”. The other group will read the second text “Meals in America”. 

Text 1. Meals in England

The usual meals in England are breakfast, lunch and dinner.

English breakfast is usually substantial and varied (плотный и разнообразный). For breakfast English people may have porridge (каша) or cornflakes with milk (кукурузные хлопья), bacon and eggs, fried mushrooms (жареные грибы), baked beans (консервированная белая фасоль). Health-conscious people (сознательные люди) may have muesli, fruit juice, marmalade with toast and tea or coffee.

For lunch the English people may have a sandwich with wholemeal bread (цельнозерновой хлеб), a banana, soup and fruit juice. Working people (работающие люди) usually have lunch at the canteen, in the café or at small restaurant. 

Dinner is the biggest meal of the day. Many English families have sausage (колбаса), bacon and eggs, bread and cheese, a glass of juice, hot chocolate and fruit.

Afternoon tea is between five and six o’clock. Five o’clock tea is an old English tradition. Friends often come for a chat (поболтать) and they have their cup of tea, cake or biscuit.

Traditional English food is fish and chips with peas, steak and kidney pie (пирог с мясом и почками), sausage and mashed potatoes.

Text 2. Meals in America

Most Americans eat three meals during the day: breakfast, lunch and dinner. They have brunch on Sundays. It is a combination of breakfast and lunch.

For breakfast they have different kinds of cereal (каши из злаков): cornflakes (кукурузные хлопья), oatmeal (овсянка), cream of wheat (каша из мелкодробленых зерен пшеницы); scrambled eggs (яичница болтунья), an omelet with potatoes, or a cup of yogurt.

For lunch the Americans have pizza, potato chips, Mc Donald’s food, sandwiches, hot dogs, hot corn (горячая кукуруза), sweet gas water, fruit and salads.

There are many fast-food restaurants in the USA.

For dinner they have salad with vegetables. Then they like to eat fried chicken, steaks (бифштексы), ribs (лятина), beef (говядина), fish; baked (вареный), fried (жареный) and mashed potatoes (картофельное пюре). The Americans never eat herring (селедка) and seldom soup. But they may eat puree soup or cream soup (суп-пюре).

American have traditions that is popular at weekends (выходные). They go outside and very popular food is barbecue (шашлык) and food in cans (еда в консервах).

The American traditional food is ice-cream, cookies, hot dogs and hot corn. They often drink Coca-Cola.

Methods of Cooking

     Cooking is a heat treatment of food to make it edible. Many products can not be eaten raw. Meat, fish, and vegetables are usually cooked. Some fruits are not cooked, but some, such as apples, pears, and currants may be used in pies or to make desserts. Fruit are also cooked to make jams, jellies and marmalades.

There are four basic ways to cook food:

1) Heating in a liquid (boiling, stewing);

2) Heating in fat or oil (frying or sautéing); 

3)  Heating in steam (steaming);

4) Heating by dry heat (baking, roasting and grilling).

a) Boiling. We may boil food in different liquids and mixtures, including water, stock, and wine. Meat, poultry, many vegetables and spaghetti are cooked in this way.

b) Stewing is cooking food slowly in liquid. It is often used foe meat. Vegetables, hers, and spices are usually added at the end of cooking.

c) Deep-frying is immersion of food in hot fat or oil. Chip potatoes and doughnuts are the best example of deep-frying. Deep-fried foods are called fritters.

d) Shallow frying is frying on a pan in hot fat or oil, when the food is fried on both sides. We can fry eggs, meat, vegetables, mushrooms, onions and pancakes.

e) Sautéing is frying when natural juices of the food are mixed with the fat or oil in the saucepan. We can also add stock, wine or cream. As a result we obtain a dish with a sauce.

f)  Steaming is a method of cooking above the surface of boiling liquid in a covered saucepan. Fish, vegetables, and poultry are especially suitable for steaming, as are some types of puddings.

g)  Baking is dry cooking inside an oven. Bread, cakes, pastries, tarts and biscuits are baked. Vegetables, especially potatoes, may also be cooked in this way.

h) Roasting is cooking meat and poultry, which are placed in an oven and cooked by dry heat. They are often basted, that is, the juices from the meat are spooned over during the process. Some cooks wrap the meat in a roasting foil with a little oil or melted fat. Meat can be also roasted on a spit.

Grilling is a rapid method of cooking poultry, fish, cuts of meat, sausages and kebabs by heat, the course of which may be gas, electricity.

Personality – Характер человека
All people are different. Some are jolly, easy-going and friendly, others are melancholic, reserved and distrustful; some are active and sociable, others prefer to stay at home and enjoy loneliness and silence. Character is an interesting and complicated part of personality.

The temperaments
There are four basic temperaments: sanguine, phlegmatic, choleric and melancholic.

Sanguine people are jolly, optimistic and communicative, they like to be in the company of others and they don’t fixate on negative events.

Phlegmatic people are calm, patient, tolerant and caring, it is almost impossible to make them angry or excited, they are usually faithful friends.

People of the melancholic temperament are serious, careful and quiet. They like loneliness and are disposed to sad and thoughtful moods.

Finally, choleric people are short-tempered, impulsive and restless. They are usually strong and energetic leaders.

Most often, people have mixed temperaments, for example, half choleric and half melancholic, or half melancholic and half phlegmatic.

Introversion and extraversion
People are also divided into two types: extraverts and introverts.

The first type is open, expressive and outgoing; these people look for new impressions and like to communicate with others. The outer world is their source of energy.

The second type is quiet and reserved. Introverted people feel much more comfortable, when they are alone. Their source of energy is inside themselves.

Optimists and pessimists
All people can show a variety of emotions, be cheerful or sad, happy or unhappy. But at the same time, people can be divided into two groups, depending on their general outlook – positive or negative. We usually call them optimists and pessimists. 1. In Britain, most families are ‘nuclear families’. This means that the family consists of the parents and children. Of course, there are uncles and aunts and grandparents too, but they do not have much to do with raising the children and often live a long way away. In many other countries, the extended family’ is more common. With the extended family, uncles, aunts and grandparents live much closer to the parents and children — sometimes even in the same building — and everyone in the family has a much closer relationship.

2. Most teenagers say at some point: ‘When I’m a parent, I’m going to give my children much more freedom than I have now.’ When they do actually become parents however, they soon realise that giving a child or teenager lots of freedom is not always the best thing to do. Many parents end up hearing their children saying to them exactly the same things they said to their parents when they were young.

3. What does bringing up a child involve? Giving a child love and making a child feel safe in their environment are extremely important. So is providing food and warmth. Parents also have a duty to teach their children the difference between right and wrong, and to make sure their children get a good education. Some parents believe that their role is also to teach children about the importance of things such as family, religion and society.

4. The English phrases ‘a chip off the old block’ and like father, like son’ (or ‘like mother, like daughter’) are used to show the similarities between a parent and their child. These might be similarities in terms of appearance, behaviour or interests. For example, if a dad loves watching cricket and his son Eric becomes interested in cricket too, you might say, ‘Eric’s a chip off the old block, isn’t he?’

5. ‘Latchkey kids’ are a major problem in many countries, including Britain and the USA. These are children whose parents are still at work when they come home from school, so there is no one at home to look after them. Their parents aren’t there to help them with their homework, and some of them spend hours on their own before their parents return.

6. The idea of’quality time’ is based on an understanding that the amount of time a parent spends with their child is not the only important thing. What is also important is what they do together during that time. Ten minutes of discussing problems that a teenager is facing may be much more valuable than two hours of watching a movie together in silence.

7. Families work well when things are going well, but the real test of a family comes at times of stress. Perhaps Mum has been working too hard, or perhaps young Amy is taking exams at school. These are times when all families can find themselves fighting instead of helping each other. When a family is going through a crisis like this, it can often help to talk to someone outside the family. It could either be an expert, such as a family counsellor, or a trusted family friend.

National Sport in Britain

Many kinds of sport originated from England. Cricket , football, rugby, tennis, table tennis, badminton, squash, canoeing and snooker were invented in Britain. 

The English have proverb associated with sport: “All work and no play makes Jack a dull boy”. They do not think that play is more important than work; they think that Jack will do his work better if he plays as well.

When the English say “that’s not cricket” it means “that’s not fair”, “to play the game” means ‘to be fair”. 

Britain’s national sport is football or soccer. It was played as far back as medieval times. Nowadays it has become the most popular game all over the world. There is no national football team in Great Britain. England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland have their separate football clubs, which compete in Europe and World Cup matches (борются за европейские и мировые кубки) .

Sporting life has close connection with the social  class. Golf and rugby are games for the middle classes. Cricket is played and watched by all classes. Association football, boxing, wrestling, snooker, darts, dog-racing are working-class sports.

Fishing determines the class of a fisherman. If a salmon or trout is caught, it is upper class. If a fish is found in canals, ponds or the sea, it is working class.

Walking and swimming are the most popular sporting activities undertaken by men and women.

Snooker (billiard), pool and darts are the most popular sports among men.

Aerobics and yoga, squash and cycling are often undertaken by women.

There are several places in Britain associated with a particular kind of sport. Wimbledon is a suburb to the south of  London where the All-England Lawn tennis Championships are held in July.

The finals of the tournament are played on the Centre Court.

Wembley is a stadium in the  north of  London where international football matches, the Cup Finals (финальная игра на розыгрыш Кубка по футболу) and other events take place.

Rugby

Rugby is a certain type (особая разновидность) of football. The game was originated (берет свое начало) at Rugby – a well known English public school (средняя школа). 

Rugby is played with an oval or egg-shaped ball (яйцеобразный мяч) which can be carried by hands and kicked (забивать ногой в ворота). The ball is passed (передается) from hand to hand in order to be thrown across the goal line (чтобы приземлить его за линией ворот).

It is a rather violent  game (жесткая игра), that is why the players must be big and strong. Another requirement ( требование) for the players to wear helmets (шлем) masks and chest and shoulder padding (защитные наклпдки на грудь и плечи)

Cricket

Cricket is a popular summer sport (летняя командная игра0 in Britain. There are many cricket clubs in the country. 

Cricket players wear a certain uniform (определенная форма) – white boots (белые ботинки), a white T-shirt (футболка), and white trousers (брюки).

There are two teams (две команды) and test matches can last up 5 days (один матч в крикет может длиться). One team must bat (бить битой)  and the other team must field. When the first team finished batting (завершает подачу), the second team must begin. The batsman (игрок с битой) must all the time guard his “wicket” (ворота в крикете), three rather ridiculous pieces of wood which are pushed into the ground.

It is a game which is associated with long sunny summer afternoons (длинными солнечными летними днями), the smell of new-mown grass (запахом свежескошенной травы) and the sound of leather ball beating the willow cricket bat (звуком удара кожаного мяча об ивовую крикетную биту).

 Cricket is more popular among men, but it is also played by women and girls.

Steeplechase. Crosscountry running

The steeplechase is known as cross country running (скачки, бег с препятствиями). The first cross country  race in 1837 was at Rugby  School.

Originally, crosscountry running took place (проходило)  over open country (естественных условиях) where the hazards (препятствия) were the natural ones. These include hedges (изгороди), ditches (рвы), streams (ручьи) and the like. Nowadays, crosscountry races are often run in an enclosed area (на закрытой территории) where the hazards are artificial (искусственные).  

Racing

There are all kind of racing in England – horse-racing (скачки), motor-car racing (состязание в скорости), dog-racing (гонки собак), and even races for donkeys.

On sport days at school boys and girls run races (состязаются в скорости), and even train (тренируются) for them.

Naturally animals don’t race unless they are made to run (как-то заставить их бежать) in some way. Horses are ridden, of course. Dogs won’t race unless they have something to chase (преследовать), so they are given a hare (заяц) to go after.

The most famous boat-race is between Oxford and Cambridge. It is rowed over a course on the river Thames. The 8 rowers in each boat have a great struggle, and at the end, there is usually a short distance between (небольшое расстояние между) the winners (победители) and the losers (проигравшие).

The University boat-race started in 1820 and has been rowed on the Thames every spring.   

The Highland Games

Scottish Highland games (состязание шотландских горцев) include tossing the caber (метание шеста), putting the weight (поднятие веса), and throwing the hammer (метание молота), dancing and piping (игра на волынке) competitions.

Highland dancing is performed (исполняется) to bagpipe (волынка)  music  by men and women, such as the Sword Dance (танец с саблями) and the Reel(хороводный танец) .

These meetings are held every year in different places of the Scottish Highlands. They include the clans dressed in kilts (клетчатая юбка в складку), tartan plaids (шотландский) плед and plumed bonnets (шляпа с перьями).

Moscow

Moscow is the capital (столица) of Russia and the largest industrial and cultural center. It was founded (был основан) in 1147 by Iuri Dolgoruki. It was situated (был расположен) on the trade way (на торговом пути) from the Baltic Sea (от Балтийского моря) to the Caspian Sea (до Каспийского моря).

Moscow is famous (известен) for its beautiful old cathedrals (соборы), churches (церкви) and monasteries, some of them date back to (восходят к) the 15th -17th centuries.

The historical centre of Moscow is the Kremlin. It is the oldest part of Moscow. It was built (был построен) as the fortress (крепость) on the bank (на берегу) of the Moscow River. It is surrounded (окружен) by a high red brick wall (кирпичной стеной)  with twenty towers (башни). The main (главная) tower is called Spasskaya (Спасская башня). It is a symbol of Moscow.

Many buildings (здания) inside the Kremlin were erected (были воздвигнуты) between the 15th and 17th centuries. They are unique (уникальные) monuments (памятники) of old Russian architecture. The most famous of them are the Uspensky Cathedral (Успенский собор), the Archangel Cathedral (Архангельский собор). The Blagoveshchensky Cathedral (Благовещенский собор) and the Granovitaya Palata (Грановитая палата).

There are many other places of interest (достопримечательности) in Moscow, such as Red Square (Красная площадь), St. Basils Cathedral (Собор Василия Блаженного), the Tretyakov Gallery (Третьяковская галерея). Moscow University, the Luzhniki Stadium (стадион Лужники) and a lot more. They have a world-wide fame (всемирная слава). 

Moscow is one of the world’s cultural, scientific (научный), educational (образовательный) and art (художественный) centres. It is the seat (местоположение) of the Academy of Sciences (академия наук) of Russia. It has eighty colleges and institutes, over a thousand schools, many museums and libraries.

There are many theatres in Moscow, such as the Bolshoi Theatre, the Vakhtangov Theatre (театр Вахтангова), the Moscow art Theatre and a lot of others.

St. Petersburg

St. Petersburg is one of the largest industrial and cultural centres and one of the most beautiful (красивый) cities in the world. It was founded (был основан) in 1703 by Peter I and for over 200 years (from 1714 till 1917) was the capital (столица) of Russia.

The city began (начал строиться) with the Peter and Paul Fortress (Петропавловская крепость). The Peter and Paul Cathedral (собор) is the first church (первая церковь) of the city. It is an outstanding architectural monument (выдающийся архитектурный памятник).

St. Petersburg is famous (знаменит) for its architecture. You can see the monument (памятник) to Peter I (Bronze Horseman-Медный всадник), St. Isaac’s Cathedral (Исаакиевский собор), the Admiralty (Адмиралтейство), the Hermitage (Эрмитаж), the Summer Gardens(Летний сад), the Russian Museum, Palace Square (Дворцовая площадь) with Alexander Column (Александровская колонна).

The historical centre of St. Petersburg is the Admiralty.

Nevsky Prospect (Невский проспект) is the main street (главная улица) of the city. It begins (начинается с) at the Admiralty and ends (заканчивается) at the Alexander Nevsky Lavra (Александро-Невская лавра).

If you walk along Nevsky Prospect, you will see the famous Kazan Cathedral (Казанский собор), monuments to the Russian generals (полководцы) Kutuzov and Barklay deTolli, monument to the Catherine II,  the Anichkov Palace, the Rostral Columns (Ростральные колонны), the Engineer (Mikhailovsky) Castle (замок). The bridge (мост) over the Fontanka River is famous (известен) for Klodt’s sculptural groups.

The Russian Federation

The Russian Federation is the largest country in the world. It occupies about one-seventh of the earth’s surface. It covers the eastern part of Europe and the Northern part of Asia. Its total area is about 17 million square kilometers. The country is washed by 12 seas of 3 oceans: the Pacific, the Arctic and the Atlantic. In the south Russia borders on China, Mongolia, Korea, Kazakhstan, Georgia and Azerbaijan.  In the west it borders on Norway, Finland, the Baltic States, Belorussia, the Ukraine. It also has a sea-border with the USA.

There is hardly a country in the world where such a variety of scenery and vegetation can be found. We have steppes in the south, plains and forests in the midland, tundra and taiga in the north, highlands and deserts in the east.

There are two great plains in Russia: the Great Russian Plain and the West Siberian Lowland. 
There are several mountain chains on the territory of the country: the Urals, the Caucasus, the Altai and others. The largest mountain chain, the Urals,  separates Europe from Asia.

There are over two million rivers in Russia. Europe’s biggest river, the Volga, flows into the Caspian Sea. The main Siberian rivers – the Ob, the Yenisei and the Lena – flow from the south to the north. The Amur in the Far East flows into the Pacific Ocean.

Russia is rich in beautiful lakes. The largest lakes are Lake Peipus, Lake Khanka, Lake Ladoga, Lake Onega. The world’s deepest lake (1,600 metres) is Lake Baikal. It is much smaller that the Baltic Sea, but there is much more water in it than in the Baltic Sea. The water in the lake is so clear that if you look down you can count the stones on the bottom. 

Russia has one-sixth of the world’s forests. They are concentrated in the European north of the country, in Siberia and in the Far East.

On the vast territory of the country there are various types of climate, from arctic in the north to subtropical in the south. In the middle of the country the climate is temperate and continental.

Russia is very rich in oil, coal, iron ore, natural gas, copper, nickel and other mineral resources.

 Russia is a parliamentary republic. The Head of State is the President. The legislative powers are exercised by the Duma.

The capital of Russia is Moscow. It is its largest political, scientific, cultural and industrial centre. It is one of the oldest Russian cities.

At present, the political and economic situation in the country is rather complicated. There are o lot of problems in the national economy of the Russian Federation.   The industrial production is decreasing. The prices are constantly rising, the rate of inflation is very high. People are losing their jobs because many factories and plants are going bankrupt.

But in spite of the problems Russia is facing at present, there are a lot of opportunities for this country to become one of the leading countries in the world. I’m sure that we, the younger generation, can do very much to make Russia as strong and powerful as it used to be.

PROJECT. POLTICAL  SYSTEM OF RUSSIA
Read this information about political system of Russia. Write a letter to your foreign friend that lives in Great Britain and describe him or her the Russian Parliament and Government.
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Government duties are split between a number
of ministries, some of which, in turn, have
federal services and federal agencies
answerable to them. The head of government,
the prime minister, is appointed by the president
and confirmed by the State Duma. The
government is housed in the so-called White
House in Moscow. The government ensures the
implementation of domestic and foreign policy,
works out the federal budget, oversees the
implementation of financial and monetary policy,
ensures the rule of law, human rights and
freedoms.
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The bicameral Federal Assembly makes
federal law, approves treaties, declares war
and has the power of the purse. Both its
chambers are located in Moscow.
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¢ The Federation Council of Russia is the upper house of the
Russian Parliament. Created by the 1993 constitution, it was
to act as a voice of Russia’s federated entities. The Council
has explicitly stated that no political factions are to exist in
the upper house.

¢ Unlike the State Duma, the Council isn't directly elected. It
consists of representatives of Russia’s federal entities -
each has two. One is elected by the entity's legislature; the
other is nominated by the entity's head. The terms of the
members aren’t nationally fixed, but depend on the terms
of the regional bodies that chose them.

¢ The Council works with the lower chamber to complete and
vote on draft laws. But the Federation Council also has
special powers of its own, including the declaration of a
presidential election, impeachment of the President and
decisions on the use of the armed forces outside Russia’s
territory.
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The State Duma is the lower house of the Russian Parliament. The 450
deputies are elected for terms of five years following constitutional
amendments agreed by parliament late in 2008. However, the original
term of four years will apply to the current Duma, as the new rules do
not come into effect until after the next election. Any Russian citizen
over the age of 21 is eligible to run. Half the seats used to be filled
through proportional representation and the other half through single
seat constituencies. Now the system has changed.

The 2007 parliamentary election used a new format whereby all
deputies were elected from party-lists through proportional
representation.

The term Duma comes from the Russian “dumat” (“to think”).
Compared to some European democracies, the Russian Duma is quite
a youngster. Founded in 1906, it didn’t survive the 1917 revolution.
BUt it bounced back in 1993, when Russia’s first President, Boris
Yeltsin, introduced a new constitution.

All bills, even those proposed by the Federation Council, must first be
considered by the State Duma. Once a bill is passed by a majority in
the Duma, a draft law is sent back to the Federation Council. If the
Council rejects it, the two chambers may form a commission to work
out a compromise.
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Three types of court make up the Russian
judiciary:

*The courts of general jurisdiction (including
military courts), subordinated to the Supreme
Court;

*The arbitration court system under the High
Court of Arbitration;

*The Constitutional Court (as well as
constitutional courts in a number of federal
entities)

* The municipal court is the lowest adjudicating
body in the general court system. It serves each
city or rural district and hears more than 90 per
cent of all civil and criminal cases. The next
level of courts of general jurisdiction is the
regional courts. At the highest level is the
Supreme Court. Decisions of the lower trial
courts can generally be appealed only to the
immediately superior court.
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» Arbitration courts are in practice specialised
courts which resolve property and commercial
disputes between economic agents. The highest
level of court resolving economic disputes is the
High Court of Arbitration.
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* The Constitutional Court is empowered to rule
on whether or not laws or presidential decrees
are constitutional. If it finds that a law is
unconstitutional, the law becomes
unenforceable and governmental agencies are
barred from implementing it. The judges of the
Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court and
the Higher Arbitration Court are appointed by
the parliament’s upper house, the Federation
Council.

There are many national holidays in Russia, when people all over the country do not work and have special celebrations. The major holidays are: New Year's Day, Women's Day, May Day, Victory Day, and Independence Day.

The first holiday of the year is New Year's Day. People see the new year in at midnight on the 31st of December. They greet the new year with champagne and listen to the Kremlin chimes beating 12 o'clock.

There are lots of New Year traditions in Russia. In every home there is a New Year tree glittering with coloured lights and decorations. Children always wait for Father Frost to come and give them a present. Many people consider New Year's Day to be a family holiday. But the young prefer to have New Year parties of their own.

A renewed holiday in our country is Christmas. It is celebrated on the 7th of January. It's a religious holiday and a lot of people go to church services on that day.

Non-official "Men's Day" is the 23d of February, it is a public holiday called "The Homeland Defenders Day". All men in Russia are liable for call-up (including reservists), so they all are celebrities. On this day women usually give men small gifts.
On the 8th of March we celebrate Women's Day when men are supposed to do everything about the house and cook all the meals. This is pretty nice — at least once a year women can take a break and forget about all those dishes, cooking, kids, take a magazine and relax on a coach.

The 1st of May is the Day of Labour. During Soviet time there were huge demonstrations on this day, as everybody was obliged to show his loyalty to the state; now only communists organize meetings on this date.

The greatest national holiday in our country is Victory Day. On the 9th of May, 1945, the Soviet Army and its allies completely defeated the German fascists and the Second World War and the Great Patriotic War ended. A magnificent memorial on Poklonnaya Gora has been built to commemorate the Victory. Many veterans take part in the military parade and lay wreaths on the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. Radio and television broadcast popular war songs. A lot of guests from different countries of the . world come to Moscow to participate in the celebrations.

Independence Day is anew holiday in our country. On the 12th of June, 1992, the first President of Russia was elected.

The 1st of September is the Day of Knowledge — it's the beginning of a school year. Children go to schools with flowers for teachers, there are meetings before the classes start.

The 12th of December — the Constitution Day. This day the first Constitution of the Russian Federation was adopted in 1993 (previous Constitutions were all Soviet Unions).

Russians love to celebrate. We adopted the Western holidays such as St. Valentine, and Halloween. We also appreciate Chinese New Year, Muslim and Jewish holidays, as Russians are very tolerant to other religions.

We also celebrate Easter and lots of professional holidays which are not public holidays and banks, offices and schools do not close.

In many cities the nightlife can be very exciting. You may want to stay out late at night. In this case you should plan to sleep for an hour during the day. That extra hour can make a big difference.

The rain in many places isn’t natural and clean any more. It’s full of acid chemicals. When it falls in lakes, it changes them too. The lakes become more acidic. Acid water is like vinegar or lemon juice. It hurts when it gets in your eyes. It also kills the plants and animals that usually live in lake water. That is why the fish are dying in lakes.

But dead fish may be just the beginning of the problem. Scientists are finding other effects of acid rain. In some large areas trees are dying.  Not just one tree here and there, but whole forests. At first scientists couldn’t understand why. There were no bugs or diseases in these trees. The weather was not dry. But now they think that the rain was the cause. Acid rain is making the earth more acidic in these areas. Some kinds of trees cannot live in the soil that is very acidic.

Now scientists are also beginning to study the effects of acid rain on larger animals. For example, they believe that some deer in Poland are less healthy  because of acid rain. If deer are hurt by the rain, what about  people?  This is the question many people are beginning to ask. No one knows the answer yet. But it is an important question for us all.
